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North Miami Beach Police Begin Pilot Project with 
Free Distribution of Smart Water Technology to Local Crime Victims
 
 
As the first police agency in Miami-Dade County to embrace Smart Water crime-fighting technology, the North Miami Beach Police Department will be kicking off their crime prevention efforts by donating this technology to recent victims of property crimes in one of our local neighborhoods.
Approximately 100 of these crime victims from our Uleta neighborhood have been invited to be the first recipients of the free Smart Water CSI kits with the intent to help them safeguard their personal property from future crimes. The group chosen is the first of several other groups selected to receive this new crime-fighting tool over the next month.

This first phase of a larger pilot project will take place on Thursday, February 13th, 2014 at 7:00 PM at North Miami Beach’s Uleta Community Center located at 16880 NE 4 Avenue.

The focus of the pilot project is to primarily aid in the recovery of stolen property through the use of Smart Water technology. However, there is an added benefit to community by warning local criminals that our residents are now using this technology in their neighborhoods.
The Mayor and City Council of North Miami Beach whole-heartedly supported the use drug forfeiture funds to for this project which provides this technology free-of-charge to the selected community.
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
